Guidance Notes and Terms & Conditions 

Background

Healthy City is a multi-agency partnership structure of local service providers that works to the following aims:-

· Promote health improvement and tackle health inequalities

· Work in partnership

· Encourage local people’s involvement

· Provide financial support for health projects

· Research the health needs of local people

The Healthy City Area Groups (North, West and South) receive funding from the Sunderland Teaching Primary Care Trust for the use of voluntary, community and statutory groups to support health improvement and address health inequalities.

Who can apply

The Healthy City Area Groups welcome applications from a wide range of community-based groups, statutory and voluntary sector organisations working with the community.

These may be:

· Self-help groups

· Voluntary organisations

· Community groups

· Youth clubs

· Local Authority and NHS staff working with community partners

· Other Statutory organisations (e.g. colleges)

These grants are to encourage innovative work in the community, support local people’s participation and demonstrate evidence of partnership working.  Applications from statutory organisations should not ask for grants to cover core work evident in their departmental budget.

What we can offer

Each Healthy City Area Group has identified a limited amount of funding which will be available for small grants of up to £500 for short-term cost effective projects and larger grants for over £500, which aim to improve health in Sunderland. Applicants that have been successful in gaining Healthy City funding will not be excluded from applying in the future for further project development or for new areas of work. Support in completing the application form, and with the project in general, can be provided by the Area Group’s Community Development Worker(s). Please note that applications may be agreed, deferred or refused. In each instance applicants will be notified in writing and support will be provided by the Community Development Worker.

Important Please Note:

1. Only groups which have a management committee, some form of written constitution, a dual signatory bank/building society account, or have an agreement with an organisation acting as host, will be eligible to apply for funding

2. It is the applicant’s responsibility to seek legal or other approvals (planning permission, insurance, health and safety etc.) which may be required in order to implement their projects and should, wherever appropriate, operate according to an equal opportunities policy. (Approval of support does not remove the need to obtain any other relevant approvals.) 

3. Successful applicants must keep accurate and up to date records of expenditure, and ensure that funding provided is used for the purposes identified within the Grants Programme submitted to the Healthy City Area Group(s). Healthy City reserves the right to examine all records on request for verification. Failure to do so can result in action to recover the funding provided. Funds will be reclaimed via written notification and in the event of failure to respond or disputation, reference to Trust legal procedures will be pursued.  

Timescale

The Grants Programme applications are invited until the end of the current financial year (April – March) subject to funding still being available at the time of application.

Making an application

Please complete every section of the application form, either typed, or in black ink (this material can be sent electronically if requested).  There is no requirement to send any supplementary information to support your application at this stage. The application will then be considered for approval by a multi-agency panel which will normally meet within one month of the project’s submission. Applications may be submitted to one or more groups.

What the panel are looking for

The panel judging the application will be looking for a number of criteria.  The application can involve any age group and be in any setting but all applications must set out to improve health. As part of your application you should state how you will measure your achievements and/or outcomes.  You should also indicate what the grant will cover as well as the total costs of the project.

Funding criteria

The application must:

· Take place in one or more Healthy City Areas

· Be a community based project

· Work with an identified group of people

· Show how the project will be monitored and evaluated

· Not replace statutory funding

· Provide bank account number and signature details
· On occasions Area Groups may stipulate additional criteria 
Publicity

It is expected that publicity, promotion and reports for projects will display and reference Healthy City and the Healthy City logo. Projects or encouraged to publicise there work through appropriate channels and inform local people how the work is improving health in Sunderland.

Evaluation

So that we are able to share good ideas across the city and demonstrate effective use of the Sunderland Healthy City Grants Programme, you will be asked to submit an evaluation of the completed project within an agreed timescale.  The Healthy City Community Development Worker(s) will contact you and can assist with the completion of the evaluation. Material from the evaluation; questionnaires, comments, photographs etc. may be used to evaluate and promote the wider work of Healthy City in the future. Area groups welcome, and may invite, projects to offer presentations to Healthy City meetings and/or events in the interest of sharing practice, encouraging partnership working and celebrating achievements. Failure to submit evaluation requirements may jeopardise any future funding applications. 

Please note: a final evaluation must be submitted within 6 weeks of project completion for small grants and within 8 weeks for large grants.
